This is a lightweight kite.It should be 
constructed out of very thin polythene 
sheet.The kite does not use a spar,but 
depends on the air flow for its 
shape.Careful adjustment of the keel 
bridle length is needed to prevent the 
outer surface collapsing. 

The leading edge may fold over for the 
first few inches.This does not affect the 
kite's performance but looks bad.

INTERNATIONAL NEWS 

AMERICA: 

The last two letters from the American 
Kitefliers Association contain r eports on 
two new world records set in August.One 
for the longest tail and one for 
endurance. 

The fir st record for the longest tail was 
set at 6.22 DST on August 1st 1982 by Joe 
Valenti of the Mariah l<i te Company with 
the help of Come Fly a Kite of Martha's 
Vineyard MA and local residents.The kite 
they used was a 18 foot by 20 foot Sutton 
Flowform,made by Mariah,lofting a tail of 
r-ipstop nylon 3 foot wide by 2280 feet 
long.The first attempt on the record was 
made on the Saturday and was initially 
foiled by the line being used to tether 
the kite being tied to a post.This 
resulted in a second attempt being 
made.This time the tail itself landed in 
the water and needed to be brought back 
to dry land before trying 
again.Volunteers went into the sea to 
drag the sodden tail out.The attempt was 
eventually halted for the day. 

The next day they tried again and this 
time the second attempt succeeded with 
the kite swaying from one side to the 
other.The battle lasted 90 minutes before 
the decision was taken to cut the tail as 
it stood. 

When asked what he 
Joe Valenti replied 

was going to do next 
"Fly a kite with a 

mile long tail of course". 

The second record for endurance was set 
at 9.50 pm on August 28th in 
Longbeach,Washington by the Edmonds 
Community Colledge (former holders of the 
Worlds largest kite record). 

The team started flying using two 
production J-5 parafoils and one 
specially constructed 16ft Sutton 
Flowform.All were reinforced at stress 
points with nylon webbing.The first J-5 
failed when the wind stopped on the 
22nd.The second failed on the morning of 
the 28th.The largest stayed aloft until 
9.07 on the 29th with a total time of 180 
hours 17 minutes. 

To keep the kites in the air during the 
record it was necessary to walk ata brisk 

pace.Long Beach has

5.The larger kite,however,was never less 
than 35 feet from the ground and at times 
there was over 1 mile of line out to 
catch the higher off-shore breezes.During 
the mid-week there were four days of 
constant 15-25 mph winds. 

Harry Osborne,the director of the kite 
team says that they were hoping to try 
for the altitude record this year but 
Boeing didn't finish the altimeter in 
time so they will have to try that next 
year.They are also sure that they are 
going to try and recapture the worlds 
largest kite record next year. 

In the Washington Kitefliers 
Association's newsletter has an update to 
the worlds longest tail. 

It says "Joe Valenti and Carol Johnston 
came to the Oregon Coast at the 
invitation of Steve Lamb and flew a 
Sutton Flow Form with a tail 5650 feet 
long!This surpassed their own previous 
record. 

The WKA is also holding their 10th annual 
Kite Show at the Pacific Science 
Centre.They are asking help in displaying 
kites from around the world.If you want 
to send them a kite,they will pay you 
return postage or will trade your kite 
for a comparable one if you like.If the 
kite is too bulky,you can send only the 
cover and the Washingtonians will fit it 
with sticks(provided you send a diagram 
and dimensions).If you have kite s that 
just will not travel,the association 
would like to receive photos for 
display.All donation~ should be 
accompanied by a note detaili ng the 
o~mer,type of kite,materials,wind range 
and any other facts of interested. 

All material should be sent to Bob

98036,U.S.A.They must arrive by February 
for the exhibition in March.

As Bodoczky says in his letter Hungary 
has no tradition of flying kites,although 
there is now great interest in them.So 
his new addition to kite literature 
should do much to further the cause 
t here.A rare and worth while book for any 
kite library.
