Please find enclosed a “to scale’ drawing of my new kite. You will notice that
1 have included a drawing of the kite in it's original form. {Below, not toc
scalel. 1 wanted a winged kite but of my own design and started off with the
wings only fitted with & spine and two spars golng straight across from wWing—
tip to wing-tip but found that it simply tiopsed from cne side tc the other
without rising from the ground. I checked 31t +for balance and finding it
alright in that respect decided tc put a backward angie (I don’t know the
technical terms) on the wings thinking that it might overcome the problem and
so I fitted, what amounts to, a keeled diamond tc the front of the wings with
the spar in two pieces. I fitted =ach spar toc., say, the right wing-tip then
passed it back along the back of the wing to a point just to the isft of the
spine where it passed through a hole in the ieft wing and then along the back
of the diamond to the left tip. 1 did the same cn the other side so that the
two spars crossed each other immediately behind the spine. [ then fitted the

bracing, in the form of two sgual lengths of nylon line, from each tip of the
diamond to the corresponding tip of each wing ic prevent the kite from folding
up. However it was all a waste of time because it stiil wouldn’t fly. Again 1t
simply sped along to one side or the other about a foot up from the ground on
it’s side before crashing to the ground. I tried altering the towing point and

tried flying it in different wind strengths but tc no avail.

I have a copy of both David Felham’s and Ron Moulton®s books and so had a look
through both to try and find an answer and finally settled for a copy of David
Felham®s "Winged Box Variant® on page 179 using my wings and his triangular
box. What I didn™t take intoc account however was the fitting of the spars to
keep the wings angled back at 15 degrees. 1°ve read somwhere that that is the
the ideal angle for kite wings. Anyway, that is @y problem. How and where do 1
fit spars to give me the wing angles that I need. 1 will be most grateful if
someone can come up with an answer. With NINE failures out of eleven desians
behind me I am getting desperate.

Great Kiting Bores of our Time
No.l4 The Man who goes to Every Kite Festival

" D'you know I've been to nearly every Kite Festival that has been
held this year all over the World including that one in China at Wei
Fang where I saw some really amazing paper and silk kites being
flown by the Chinese although they didn't fly as well as my
Compactum type 3 folding sled with trailing edge spoilers and
interstitial pressure relief valves (see last ad-Ed.) which I first flew
at the Singapore Kite Festival earlier in the year next to Martin
Lester who was flying a Shark kite which is really a little too
surrealistic for my liking but then again when I next saw one of his
kites in Washington DC at the Spring Smithsonian Kite Festival it
was a somewhat more kitey subject in that it was at least a model
of a bird- a Flamingo which won a prize for the most realistic bird
representation at the Festival - however the kite he was flying in
Scheveningen in Holland was instantly recognisable as a Canada
Goose and this one was flying extremely well (I-Ed.) despite the
extremely bumpy windy (and wet and cold and unsunny) conditions
which reminds me of the nice, warm, dry sunny day I spent at the
Bath Kite Festival where Martin Lester was spotted flying a Bald
Eagle in wind conditions I can only describe as uncooperative- you
know- one second the Kite is up, the next it's down ( usually in the
nearest tree) but even so his Yakko Stakk was flying reasonably well
later on in the day just before I had to go home so the next time I
saw him flying at Cervia in Italy where he had all his kites with
him- Eagle, Shark, Bald Eagle, Canada Goose, Flamingo, Space
Shuttle, Albert Ross but no Yakko Stakk which he said he had left at
home this time as it was a little big to carry onto a plane I asked
him to show me how well a Canada Goose would fly in reasonable
conditions because 1 was tempted to purchase one for my collection
of Kites back home which I have accumulated from all over the
world over the past few years as a result of all my travels to far
away places including one I picked up in Ceylon made from paper and
cane in the shape of a Black Crow which I think would make a great
subject for the next Martin Lester Bird Type kite and I went so far
as to suggest this to him at a Kite Festival in Berlin last week
where I saw him flying some more of his kites in the slightly damp
conditions that prevailed that weekend although when I came back to
England on my way to the AKA convention in San Diego the
weather was really nice so I went out and flew my Canada Goose
which Martin had made for me which reminds me - When does Martin
get time to actually make kites ?.......... ¢
